I am writing to inform you that as part of Burwood Council’s annual Capital Works Program,
Council will be continuing the beautification program along Railway Parade between Burwood
Road and Shaftesbury Road. Works will include widening the footpath, replacement of the
concrete path with pavers, new smart poles for street lighting, new street furniture and streetscape
planting.

Council has engaged Ally Civil Pty Ltd to undertake these civil works and these works are
scheduled to commence shortly. Due to the high traffic volumes during peak hours and the location
of the works being in close proximity to the traffic signals, a road occupancy license has been
obtained from RMS. As such, works will be undertaken concurrently as both day and night works.

Council’s contractors will be engaging traffic controllers to facilitate the movement of traffic through
the work sites however, it can be expected that during the course of the works, access and egress
to properties may be restricted, as will on street parking. Council’s contractor will notify effected
residents and businesses to liaise with them during the works.

Council will endeavor to complete these works as quickly as possible to reduce the
inconvenience to residents.
